The Franks first appear in historical sources during the third century A.D. as a group of undistinguished 

barbarians living in the lowlands north and east of the Rhine frontier of the Roman Empire. From this 

undistinguished beginning, they created the most powerful of all the barbarian kingdoms and became the 

effective heirs of the Roman Empire. In 800, a Frank was crowned in Rome as the first emperor of 

Germanic origins. Utilizing contemporary documents and archaeological evidence, this course traces the 

history of the Franks from barbarism to their military and civil dominance of Western Europe.
